Vision: Our vision is to turn lost people
into Christ centered disciples. Mission: Our
mission is to glorify God, make Christ
known and to be used by Him as a support
team to those called to Christian service.
Purpose: Our purpose is to complete the
mission. Our core values focus on what we
call the “five pillars” of Ministry Support
Services.

Pillar One: to love, serve, encourage and
help enable persons called to serve in front-
line Christian ministry.

Pillar Two: to serve the local church and
para-church organizations by providing
effective ministers to serve in key ministeri-
al positions and provide an established mis-
sions network to assist local church mis-
sions’ programs.

Pillar Three: to provide a Mission Sending
Agency that recruits, trains and sends mis-
sionaries to nations of the world.

Pillar Four: to serve as an Ecclesiastical
Endorsing Agency, recognized by all branch-
es of the military, Veteran Affairs, prison sys-
tems, hospitals and hospices providing
qualified Christian chaplains.

As pastors and church leaders, do we realize the
true nature of the spiritual conflict that the
church is now facing? The confused nature of
some American thinking is demonstrated by the
insistence of some of our educators that the phi-
losophy of Islam be studied in our schools!
Where is the voice of our politically freed and
socially triumphant women’s movements in
America? Have we not all seen on television the
terrible enslavement of womanhood that took
place in Afghanistan, and is doubtless taking
place in other Islamic areas. If we do study Islam,
I pray that we also study its varied forms of
human oppression in our world. While it is true
that, over the centuries, Islam has made signifi-
cant contributions to the development of civi-
lization, we need to remember that in several eras
of its history, it boasted of making converts by
the scimitar or sword! September 11, 2001 makes
it apparent that some followers of Islam have not
abandoned that sanguinary method!

As Christian leaders, we need to remember that
our religion is concerned about the whole entity
of a person. In I Thessalonians 5:23, we read
these significant words from the pen of the apos-
tle Paul: “and I pray God your whole spirit and
soul and body be preserved blameless unto the
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.” Our bodies are
the center of our world-consciousness; our souls
are the center of our self-consciousness; and our
spirits are the center of our God-consciousness.
The Greek word for “blameless” is amemptose,
meaning “acceptably and honestly.”

[ want us not to overlook the physical aspect
mentioned in Paul’s prayer. It's what Jesus taught
us to pray also: “Give us this day our daily
bread.” The church and its leadership must be
concerned about how its people are faring physi-
cally as well as mentally and spiritually. In most
ministerial training, little or nothing is said about
pastoral concern regarding the physical living
standards of its people. I mention this because
thousands of American people have lost their
jobs, and many face the specter of famine in a
land of plenty. This includes both Christians and
non-Christians; therefore it has become a matter
of concern for pastoral leadership.

Months have passed since our beloved country
was so brutally and mercilessly struck by Islamic
terrorists. We may not like to acknowledge it, but
that attack has dealt our American financial
strength a nearly-crippling blow.

The magnificent performance of firemen, police-
men, and numerous other public servants has
upheld our claim as the home of the brave. But at
the same time, thousands have demonstrated a
fear that nearly destroyed our stock market, our
travel industry, and many of the essential com-
mercial and private sources of our livelihood.
Those of us who remember or who have read the
history of World War II should recall the solidar-
ity and courage of the citizens of the British Isles
under the ruthless bombings of factories, church-
es, and private dwellings by the Nazi Air Force.
Traditionally, free Americans can stolidly “take it
on the chin,” with any other national group on
earth! Have many of us become soft because of
our wealth and national lack of experience with
the kind of all-out warfare with which we are
now threatened?

Pastors, our American Christian church and its
people are still showing the signs of the shock
and after-shocks of September 11, 2001. Let us
not kid ourselves. A new wave of aversion toward
Christianity has arisen in our own land, even
though history has proved that Christian ethics
and religion have been basic elements in the
development of American liberty.

It bothers me that I have heard pastors still
preaching about issues that no longer really exist,

As the deer pants for streams of water, so my soul pants for you, O God.
My soul thirsts for God, for the living God. When can | go and meet with God?
(Ps. 42.1-2)

This need for God is expressed in a variety of ways, and with greater or less-
er intensity. Some temperaments are very vocal. Others express their need
for God in quieter or non-verbal ways. Some temperaments are very intense
and enthusiastic about their need for and love for God. Others prefer to pray
quietly, alone in their “prayer closet.” None of these expressions is good or
bad; better or worse. There is an appropriate way for each of us to approach
our Lord Jesus in prayer. The outward expression may be different for each
person and temperament, but it is the connection of our hearts with God'’s
that is most important.

In this series, we will be taking a close look at the various temperaments and
our prayer lives. Psalm 139 is a reminder that we have been shaped and
formed by God. He has a plan for our lives. He knows us better than we
know ourselves. He longs to be close to us and wants us to be close to him.

Prayer, worship and meditation are means available to all of us. As we draw
close to God in our own unique ways, he is pleased. He has designed us to
be in a close relationship with him. Jesus has opened the door for us to enter
into deep fellowship with God. Jesus has paved the way so that we can come
as we are.

Most of us, as hosptial or nursing home chaplains, serve older people and
we know that they can be sweet or they can be downright mean. (I had to
intervene in a fight between two 85-year-olds in a Bible class the other day.)
One thing is for sure - people in our society tend to dread growing older.

Growing older is a relentless march toward that final loss - death. If we had
to face that alone, we might well be overcome with fear and sadness. But, as
[saiah reminds us, we are not alone. Our God will sustain us, carry us, and
rescue us, even when our hair is gray, or even when the hair is gone.

Even to your old age and gray hairs I am He;
I am He who will sustain you.
I have made you and I will carry you;

I will sustain you and I will rescue you.
Isaiah 46:4

In my capacity as chaplain, caring for the seniors in my nursing homes and
private homes is a wonderful and varied experience every day. I learn much
from sitting at the feet of my elders. I almost feel guilty receiving such
enjoyment from the work that God has assigned. But [ know that it also may
be God saying, “Thank You” and “Enjoy.”

The little book about the prayer of Jabez (1 Chronicles 4:10) is one of the
most popular on the market today. Jabez asks God to expand his territory,
and my question to you is this: What have you done to let God expand your
territory? Let me ask an obvious question. What about the families of the
seniors in your care? Have you made any effort to seek them out and offer
spiritual preparation for the eventual death of their loved one ? Have you
helped them answer the question, “What happens when you die?” Have
you done your work to prepare them and have you given them the comfort
of Scripture?

There is so much to do and so little time. Answer God’s call to your heart.

Yet we remember your promise to be with us all our lives,

Who are the missionaries and why are they
missionaries? The dictionary states that a mis-
sionary is one sent to do religious or charitable
work in a territory or foreign country.

Missionaries are men and women who are
called—summoned by God—to serve Him in
bringing others to Christ.

Of course, not all missionaries are called to the
field the same way. IMF Missions acknowledges
that the call need not be “traditional” or “typi-
cal” to be of God.

“Jesus went throughout all the towns and
villages, teaching in their synagogues,
preaching the good news of the kingdom
and healing every disease and sickness.
When he saw the crowds,
he had compassion on them,
because they were harassed and helpless,
like sheep without a shepherd.
Then he said to his disciples,’

Where are the missionaries? Many of these
missionaries serve in foreign countries and
some serve in their own countries. Therefore we
at IMF have put them in two categories—
Foreign Missionaries and Home Missionaries.

At the present time sixty of IMF's over one
thousand members serve in 33 countries
throughout the world.

Missions involves more than just missionaries.
Our Biblical model for missions presents three
groups of people—the unreached, the ones sent,
and the senders. The fulfillment of the Great
Commission is a team effort! So we may all be
part of the team who helps spread the “Good
News of the Gospel” throughout the world.

Lawsuit Decided in Favor of Church

Insurance Company Pays Off

Lutherans sued the Federal Insurance Company
seeking reimbursement of costs incurred and settle-
ment payments made in two lawsuits.

Facts: The Lutheran Church-Missouri
Synod (the “Lutherans”) obtained an
Executive Protection insurance poli-
cy from Federal Insurance Company
(“Federal”) in April 1994. A coverage
dispute arose under the policy about costs incurred and pay-
ments made by the Lutherans in two lawsuits. In the summer
of 1994, the Lutherans notified Federal that they were being
sued in state court by the Estate of Louise Peter. The suit
alleged that the Lutherans had wrongfully pressured Peter
into transferred control of her estimated $2 million estate to
the Lutherans. In doing so, the Lutherans offered financial
and estate-planning advice that they were not qualified to

Federal’s denial of their insurance coverage constituted a
breach of contract.

When both the insurer and the insured have differing inter-
pretations of an insurance policy, how must the discrepancy
be resolved?

A presumption exists in favor of coverage against the carrier
and in favor of the insured when ambiguities exist. Rules of
construction require us to examine all parts of the contract
and the circumstances surrounding the formulation of the
policy. (Precedent demonstrated in the case of Columbia Gas
Transmission Corp., 940 S. W. 2d at 587 [1996])

Insurance contracts are different from other contracts-a pre-
sumption exists in favor of coverage. Ambiguities are read
against the carrier and in favor of the insured. That is, if both
the insurer and the insured offer reasonable interpretations
of a policy, the ambiguity must be resolved in favor of the
construction that provides coverage to the insured. The Texas
Court of Appeals affirmed the Executive Liability section of
the policy in favor of the Lutherans stating they should not
be denied coverage.

give. Shortly after the state lawsuit was initiated, another
lawsuit was filed on Peter’s behalf in federal court. After
being notified of Peter’s lawsuits, Federal denied the
Lutherans coverage and refused to defend the Lutherans in
court. The Lutherans in turn filed this action stating that

Tax Credits Preferable

to Tax Deductions

Many taxpayers are uncet-
tain about the difference
between a tax credit and a
tax deduction. Basically, a
credit reduces your tax
while a deduction only
reduces the income that is
subject to tax. The credit generally puts more
money back in your pocket than a deduction of
an equal amount.

Deductions are more valuable to high-bracket
taxpayers than to low-bracket taxpayers. On the
other hand, credits are more valuable to low-
bracket taxpayers, since they make up a larger
portion of the tax owed.

Example: Taxpayers in the 35% tax bracket
would save $350 in taxes if they made a $1,000
charitable contribution (a deduction), while tax-
payers in the 15% bracket would save only $150.
(This assumes that their itemized deductions are
more than the standard deduction, thus making

it worthwhile to itemize deductions; a prerequi-
site for benefitting from most deductions.) If
instead, each had a $1,000 credit, both taxpayers
would save $1,000. However, many credits are
phased out at certain income levels, so the high
income taxpayer may not be able to benefit from
some credits.

There are two kinds of credits. A nonrefundable
credit goes against actual income tax. However, if
deduction and exemption amounts lower the
taxable income to zero, the credit is lost. It can-
not be carried over. Some nonrefundable credits
are child care credit, credit for the elderly, educa-
tion, and adoption credits.

Refundable credits are like money in the taxpayer’s
pocket. They are treated as payments made and
can be claimed against income tax, self-employ-
ment tax and penalties for early withdrawal of
pension plans. They are added to withholding
and estimated payments. Any excess over the
amount of tax will be refunded to the taxpayer.
Earned income credit is a refundable credit. The
child tax credit is also refundable in many cases
but is treated a little differently.

Earned Income Tax
Credit Sinplified

Eligible lower-income taxpayers who work are
able to claim a refundable earned income credit.
The amount of the credit allowed depends upon

the taxpayer’s earned income and the number of
dependent children.

The new tax law enacted last spring simplifies the
definition of earned income.

The revised definition will include wages, tips,
any income included on the W-2, self-employ-
ment income, taxable long-term disability, and
strike benefits.

Non-taxable income items that formerly quali-
fied as earned income but that are now exclud-
able for purposes of the credit include:

e salary reductions such as contributions to a
401(k) or 403(b) retirement plan, or a cafete-
ria plan;

¢ military housing and subsistence allowances
and nontaxable combat zone compensation;

e meals and lodging provided for the conven-
ience of an employer;

e clergy housing allowances and fair rental
value of church provided parsonages;

e dependent care and adoption benefits
e educational assistance benefits

Inclusion of non-taxable compensation in the
definition of earned income has proven prob-

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A Theological Perspective

Love’s Triumph

When thinking and speaking of love, we tend to direct ourselves toward the
interaction of men and women and not so much toward the love of parent
for child.

A Biblical story that cannot help but inspire in this
regard, and which has been adapted by the secular
world as evidence of superior wisdom, is the story of
Solomon’s decision regarding the true parentage of an
infant as recorded in 1 Kings 3:16-28.

Two women of tarnished reputation have petitioned
King Solomon to make a determination as to the birth
mother of a newborn baby. It is interesting to note
that individuals of every rank and station within Jewish society could come
before the King to settle their disputes. Other despots might have referred
such matters to officials of a lesser rank.

The case that is put before King Solomon requires the ability to determine
clearly which of two perfect strangers is lying about the true parentage of the
child, since only one woman could be the true mother of the child.
Presented with such a volatile and potentially harmful situation, it is fasci-
nating to see how Solomon used love to determine the outcome.

For at the moment when Solomon called for a sword (verse 24), he stirred in
the hearts of all who were there and all who read the account, the fear that

a child might be harmed by action taken in the name of judgment. Solomon
knew that such a vision would draw out love and empathy from the one
who actually gave birth to the child through her own body.

When the sword’s purpose is made evident, the responses from the two
women are shockingly different. The words of love are words of life that
immediately scream out in protest, Please, my Lord, give her the living baby.
Don't kill him (verse 26). The words of deceit uttered by the false tongue are
words that would sacrifice the child to death rather than permit the true
mother to have her child.

By placing a limit on how far she would go to redeem her child, the real
mother inadvertently revealed the truth of her profound and deep love for
her infant. Her despair that her child might die by the hand of the sword
revealed the truth. Solomon at once recognized the genuine and decided in
favor of the one who had given the baby life (verse 27).

Love that is genuine is far more powerful than any sword could ever be. If
we can keep that level of faith in our lives, the love shown us by God will
empower us to act in ways that glorify Him and bring life and love — as it
did for this loving mother. For as James has said, mercy—love—triumphs
over judgment (James 2:12-13)! A\

lematic since taxpayers and the IRS are required
to keep track of non-taxable amounts that are not
reported on employee’s’ W-2's and that are not
ordinarily tracked for other tax purposes.

The revised definition of earned income can be
either beneficial or detrimental to taxpayers hop-
ing to qualify for the maximum earned income
credit. A taxpayer whose earned income rises too
far into the phase-out range to qualify for the
maximum credit may be able to increase the
credit amount by deferring a larger portion of
salary in a 401(k) or cafeteria plan. Conversely, a
taxpayer earning non-taxable combat zone pay
who formerly qualified for the earned income
credit may no longer qualify under the revised
definition of earned income.

NOTE TO CLERGY: By eliminating housing
allowances and the annual rental value of parsonages
from the definition of earned income, this new defini-
tion will make the earned income credit available to
many more ministers, and will result in a larger cred-
it for those who qualify for the credit.

Example: Pastor Jones is married and has 3 chil-
dren. He is paid a salary of $25,000 plus hous-
ing allowance of $8,000. In 2001, he will not
qualify for the earned income credit, since his
salary plus non-taxable employee compensa-
tion (the housing allowance) exceed the
amount above which married taxpayers with
minor children no longer are eligible for an
earned income credit ($32,121).

However, in 2002, when this new definition of
earned income takes effect, only his $25,000
salary will count and he will qualify for about
$1,500 in earned income credit which will be
applied against his income tax and social securi-
ty tax. With proper planning, he will be able to
lower his 2002 estimated payments.

SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS
TO BE LEVIED

Using powers granted by tax law enacted in the
late 1990’s, the IRS will be able to continuous-
ly levy up to 15% of SS benefits for back taxes
owed. In the past, the IRS has not levied on
payments below $750. However, there is no
minimum threshold under the current law.
There will be two notices going out to approx-
imately 232,000 affected individuals.

The following benefits will not be levied
against: payments for children, Supplemental
Security Income (SSI) benefits, lump sum death
benefits. IRS will not levy those who are in
bankruptcy, innocent spouse claimants or
those who have applied for hardship relief. The
IRS expects to collect as much as $311.8 mil-
lion.

The National Association of Enrolled Agents
strongly protested this legislation when it was
being considered by Congress several years
ago. The previous Administration did not make
its enforcement with respect to SS beneficiaries

a high priority, focusing instead on collection
delinquent student loan and child support

payments. A3

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Education

Seminary Life
by Rev. Michael Peterson

Last quarter I complet-
ed the second homilet-
ics (preaching) course
that is required for the
Master of Divinity
(M.Div.) Program.
During  the  first
homiletics course a stu-
dent is taught the
basics of what compris-
es a sermon, how to
assemble one, and how
to deliver it to an audience. Then during the sec-
ond homiletics course, we students prepare and
deliver four sermons in a ten-week quarter while
being critiqued by the professor and our peers.

For my first two sermons, I was assigned two Old
Testament texts. My first sermon dwelt on
Genesis 19:12-17, the text that tells the familiar
story of Abraham'’s nephew Lot and how his life
turned into a disaster as he looked away from
God during the most important decisions of his
life. The text for my second sermon was Genesis
25:22-24 that records the memorable family
struggle that started as the two twins Esau and
Jacob were about to be born to Isaac and
Rebekah. On the surface, these two passages may
not seem much alike, but after preparing for and
delivering these two separate sermons, I found a
common thread or parallel between the two that
caught me by surprise.

After reading the story of Abraham and Lot, the
question I would have for Lot is: “Did God have
a better plan for you than the one you chose for
yourself?”

Lot’s choice #1: As Abraham and Lot go sepa-
rate ways, Abraham allows Lot
to choose his path and land
first. Lot chooses the land near
the wicked city of Sodom.

Lot’s choice #2: Lot chooses to live not near
Sodom, but rather in the heart
of the evil city.

Lot’s choice #3: Lot offers his virgin daughters
to a lustful and angry mob as
he tries to spare the two angels
of the Lord that came to visit.

Lot's choice #4: Lot chooses to get drunk, pro-
viding the opportunity for his
daughters to commit incest
with himin a cave after God had
provided an escape for them
from Sodom and Gomorrah.

The problem I have with Lot’s choices: Lot

should have known better. The Old Testament
text is silent on many of Lot's feelings and
motives behind his decisions but Lot should have
known better because of his relationship with his
wise and Godly uncle, Abraham.

My conclusion: God had a much better plan for
Lot and his daughters than the one revealed in
the Book of Genesis. Greed, selfishness, lust, and
self-reliance are just a few adjectives that could
describe Lot and his motives. But interestingly
enough, Peter, in the New Testament, sheds a bit
more light on Lot’s life. Peter calls Lot
“oppressed” and “worn down,” but also calls him
“the righteous one” who has a “righteous soul”
(2 Peter2:7-8).Again, I believe that God would
have had a great plan for Lot if he had not turned
his eyes away from God, so that his life turned
out to be a tragic mess.

After reading the whole story of Jacob, Esau, and
their family, the question I would have for Jacob
is: “Was it really necessary to scheme and deceive
your family to try to gain the favor of God?”

Jacob’s choice #1: As Esau is coming out of
Rebekah’s womb first, Jacob
grabs his brother’s heel, fore-
shadowing the coming con-
flict between the two.

Jacob’s choice #2: Jacob takes advantage of
Esau’s hunger and sells a
bowl of soup to him in
exchange for Esau’s
birthright.

Jacob’s choice #3: Jacob (along with his mother
Rebekah) successfully plots
to betray and deceive his
father Isaac into giving the
blessing from God to him
instead of Esau (who right-
fully deserves it).

The problem I have with Jacob’s choices: God
had specifically revealed to Rebekah that Jacob
would rule his older brother Esau and receive
God’s blessings. If this were true, Jacob spent a lot
of his life planning and scheming ways to get the
upper hand instead of trying to be obedient to
God and relying on His will for certain events to
come to pass as he became the rightful heir of his
father’s inheritance.

My conclusion: Jacob, unlike Lot, learned from
his “mistakes” early in his life. Later in life, Jacob
comes “face-to-face” with God and battles with
Him well into the night. Jacob comes away from
the battle victorious but not unscathed. It is
because of this battle that God changes Jacob’s
name to Israel (meaning one who has struggled
with God and overcome). Now Jacob stops relying
on his own abilities and turns toward God for wis-
dom and a proper direction in the remaining
years of his life.

AsTlook at Lot and Jacob, I see two men who had
relied on human wisdom and ability to try to get
the upper hand in their endeavors. Lot came up
short because he never did seek out God’s plan
and will for his life, but Jacob’s life turned out
much different because of his encounter and
struggle with God.

There is a most important lesson to be learned
from these men’s actions. As Christians who
claim to be seeking after the will of God, we must
consider whether our thoughts, motives, and
actions truly reflect “God’s will or plan for our
lives”. Once we begin to do this, then other ques-
tions may begin to stir our hearts, such as:

e Am I following God'’s path or my own?

e Do my actions truly reflect what it means to be
a child of God?

e Do I ask God what His will is for my life?
e Do [ take time to listen to God?

e Do I seek God’s truth found in the Bible often
enough?

These are tough questions to ask ourselves, but I
think fair ones. I thank God that He has given us
the Holy Spirit to dwell in us and to guide us into
all truth and wisdom. I am also ever grateful that
His Word has been written down so that all can
truly understand who God is and how much He
cares for us. If you have never read these two
Genesis passages, or if it has been a while, I
encourage you to meditate on them and allow
the Holy Spirit to reveal to you a greater under-
standing of His will and purpose in your own life
and ministry. v

His Sovereignty and
Our Will...

“And they sang the song of Moses the bond-servant of
God and the song of the Lamb, saying, ‘Great and mar-
velous are thy works, O Lord God, the Almighty.
Righteous and true are Thy ways, Thou King of the
nations..”” Rev. 15:3

We find these powerful words — “Lord God,”
“Almighty,” “Righteous and True,” in many
hymns, and hundreds of Scriptures. They often
roll off our lips with ease, accompanied by only a
vague sense of the depth of their meaning. We
pray that our ‘Almighty God’ will hear our prayer
and put a stamp of approval on our requests. We
preach and discuss the righteousness of God and
His hatred of unrighteousness and sin in every form, yet when we are con-
fronted with personal trials and difficulties that interrupt or derail our plans,
the questions begin. We question the righteousness and truth of God and
our questions sound something like this; “Why?” “Why me?” “But, God...”
Doubts and unbelief come flooding in as we struggle to understand ‘why’
God would do this, or why He would allow such a thing to happen.

“Lord God, the Almighty” is El Shaddai in Hebrew, meaning all sufficient,
almighty, or breaker — one who breaks in.

“Sovereignty” is a theological term referring to the unlimited power of God,
who has total control over the affairs of nature and history. God’s Word tells
us “The Lord has established His throne in the heavens; And His sovereignty rules
all...Bless the Lord, all you works of His...”“ Psalm 103:19-22.

As our relationship with the Lord matures and deepens, we must settle the
issue of His sovereignty in our hearts and minds. Our reaction and attitude
in the midst of the difficulties will alert us to the reality of how much, or
how little this fact has been settled.

Scripture teaches us about God's sovereignty in hundreds of circumstances,
such as in Job’s life, when we peek behind the scenes and see Satan asking to
test Job’s trust in God. “But the Lord said to Satan, ‘Behold, all that he has is in
your power, only do not put forth your hand on him™ Job 1:12). Then later, to
Satan, “Behold, he is in your power, only spare his life” (Job 2:6). God had set
the boundaries around Job; Satan could not go past that boundary because
God was in control of all that occurred.

Because our Almighty God, (all-sufficient, all knowing, all seeing) holds us
responsible for our thoughts, actions and attitudes, we should look serious-
ly at three of the most dangerous obstacles to trusting the sovereignty of God
in our lives and in our ministry.

1. Questioning God's timing: We may say that God is just, but at the same time
we challenge his timetable. Trusting God means resting in His choice of
methods and sequence of events, even when they don’t coincide with our
preferences.

2. Resenting the outcome: We may say that we trust God, but then rebel at His
decision to take a loved one, or to end a cherished relationship. We do not
know the future, so resenting His decisions is premature, at best. Trusting
means letting Him determine the outcome.

3. Quarreling over a pet issue: We may say that God is good and then question
His decisions, getting bogged down in defending God and His treatment
of a sincere non-believer. This intellectualism may cause us to doubt
God'’s goodness. Taken to the extreme, these doubts may cause indecision
and weaken our trust in God. Then, just as the Israelites in the wilderness,
the sin of unbelief may enter into our hearts.

We need to exercise patience and trust in God Almighty, our sovereign God,
ruler over all the earth and all that is in it.

“Woe to the one who quarrels with His Master — an earthenware vessel among
the vessels of earth! Will the clay say to the potter, ‘What are you doing?"...it
is | who made the heaven and created man upon it. | stretched out the heav-

Pillar Five: (the future-education and mentor-
ing) to provide mentoring and leadership train-
ing to clergy as well as an approved biblical and
theological curriculum of study to those serving
without seminary training.

Boundary Staes:

“Do not move an ancient boundary stone set up by
your forefathers.”
Proverbs 22:28 (NIV)

Boundary Stae #1:

For an organization, ministry flows out of rela-
tionships. Our relationship with God and others.
Without relationships there can be no ensuing
discipleship, ministry or fellowship.

Boundary Stare #2:

We believe that the Church is the ecclesia, “the
called out one” and our authority comes from
the presence of the Holy Spirit in the “gathered”
Church. Jesus said, “Where two or three are gath-
ered in my name there am I in the midst of
them.” We receive our marching orders from the
Holy Spirit which is in our midst and therefore
do not look to Bishops or Archbishops as having
authority over the leadership of Christ’s Spirit.
We do not believe in apostolic succession.

Boundary Stae #3:

Webelieve that God will provide to desiring believ-
ers an empowerment of the Holy Spirit for the
evangelization of thelost and the operation of spir-
itual empowerments (gifts) in the Church today.

Boundary Stae #4:

We believe in unity, not uniformity. Unity in
essentials, freedom in non-essentials and charity
in all things.

Boundary Stae #5:

We believe in the kononia or fellowship between
true believers and a spirit of love taking prefer-
ence over a spirit of dominancy, division and dis-
cord caused by pride or arguments over endless
genealogies or doctrines that are not central to
orthodox salvation issues.

Boundary Stae #6:

We believe it is the Church’s apostolic commis-
sion to take the good news of the Gospel to every
tribe and tongue. We support church planting,
missions and works of charity.

Boundary Stae #7:

IMF is not primarily a fellowship based on the
teaching of theology although we believe in
orthodox Christianity as defined in our

Statement of Faith. It is a Fellowship of recogni-
tion, relationship, affirmation, affection, service,
encouragements, helps and true thanksgiving to
God for those who seek to answer God’s call to
Christian ministry and service.

Boundary Stae #8:

We do not believe that a seminary or bible school
degree is a requirement for ministry. However, we
believe it is biblically imperative that we study to
show ourselves approved unto God as workmen
who need not to be ashamed rightly dividing the
Word of truth. Our goal is to reveal Christ to
believers and unbelievers in act, disposition,
state, thought and will. (Gal. 1: 15, 16)

Boundary Stae #9:

We do not believe that knowledge by itself can
ever take the place of a personal encounter with
the Holy Spirit of God. We spend a life time
“theologizing” our biblical and extra biblical
knowledge and our personal spiritual experi-
ences with those moments of understanding
that come when the Holy Spirit teaches us
through divine revelation.

Boundary Stane #10:

We believe in accountability. Candidates for
membership and credentials in IMF must have
their ministries recognized and recommended
to us by the senior pastor of an established
congregation, as well as other recognized
church officers, ministers and/or lay leaders in
the local church.

Boundary Stane #11:

We believe we are called to humility and that
pride is deceitful and separates us from God
and our fellow man. We believe we are called
to servanthood and to service as a love slave in
the household of God. Can a servant be
greater than his master? Jesus said, “By this
shall all men know that you are my disciples,
if you love one another.”

Boundary Stane #12:

We believe that compassion and forgiveness are
better than rightness and justice. Justice has
caused more harm than injustice when we have
demanded our rights, rather than choosing to
“lay them down.” We believe in grace, but not
“cheap” grace. It is free, but it costs us every-
thing. We believe in hope, but not “cheap” hope.
Not promises for material wealth, lazy living, or a
life without trials and tribulation, but the prom-
ise of the Father that in our weakness His
strength is made complete and that we are made
overcomers in Him. He will never leave us or for-
sake us. He is the rewarder of those who diligent-
ly seek Him. He will supply all of our needs

according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

Boundary Stae #13:

We believe in building up, not tearing down. We
believe in working hard, but without it being
burdensome.

Boundary Stae #14:

We believe in accepting a seat at the foot of the
table while preferring our brothers and sisters
and lifting them up . . . if you do it to the least of
these my brethren . . . you have done it unto me.
God is in the promotion business. Let Him take
care of it.

Boundary Stane #15:

We believe that a kind word spoken in love, an
encouraging word even when the blemishes of
new birth and the dirt, dust and stuff of this
world is readily seen in the lives of one of these
young ones whom we seek to encourage and
mentor in Christian ministry is never an abdica-
tion of truth or a lack of responsibility but a word
fitly spoken in faith, seeing those things which
are not yet, but are the substance of things hoped
for ... and it is seed in good soil which will not
return void.

Boundary Stae #16:

We do not believe we live to ourselves, but are a
part of a bigger family — real family . . . the fam-
ily of, “our father which art in heaven . ..” Others
are not far from the kingdom, they need someone
to invite them to “have dinner” with the Savior.
St. Matthew reminds us of Jesus’ own words,
“Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy
laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon
you, and learn of me: for I am meek and lowly in
heart: and ye shall find rest for your souls. For my
yoke is easy and my burden is light.”

Boundary Stone #17:

We believe in open communion in the adminis-
tration of the Lord’s Supper to all true believers.
We believe in water baptism of believers subse-
quent to salvation.

Boundary Stone #18:

We believe in recognizing the gifts and calling of
God in the lives of women as well as men. We do
not believe that either a man or a woman should
be “puffed up” in pride and seek to take a domi-
nant position one over the other, but that the
gifts and calling of each one will make room for
themselves and when valid will be recognized
and affirmed by the whole body.

Boundary Stae #19:

We believe in being faithful . . . and in recogniz-
ing and dealing with our imperfections. Our walk
with God is a progressive process and our min-
istries are progressive too. The Father will not
allow us to wait until we are fully grown to begin

helping with the harvest. My spiritual growth has
been somewhat paralleled by ministry growth.
Sometimes one runs ahead or one lags behind.
But I have no choice to turn away and leave my
calling. I try by God’s grace to be faithful . . . not
in my strength, but His . . . . in my failure, in His
forgiveness, in my rebellion, in His long suffer-
ing, in His disciplining and in my brokenness
and spiritual healing and somehow God rede-
fines and brings good out of it and is glorified.

Boundary Stane #20:

We believe in loving, serving, encouraging and
helping to enable. When we become more of a
burden than a blessing we have lost our mandate
and we have no spiritual authority to continue.

Boundary Stane #21:

We do not believe in quitting. We do not believe
in giving up as we grow older, we learn to
release power and position, to become available
to God for our next assignment as our health
and mental competency allow, but always doing
what we can. Always working, always witness-
ing, always serving, always reading God’s Word
and praying for ourselves and others until our
ultimate and final assignment is completed. St.
Luke wrote of King David, “After he had served
the purpose of God in his generation, he fell
asleep and was laid among his fathers.” (NASB)
The key word is “served.”

Summary:

I am sure these are not exhaustive, but represent
a fair outline of the principles whereby we have
sought to unite in fellowship.

We are an association of ministers, churches and
para-church organizations who unite in a com-
mon profession of orthodox Christian faith (see
our Statement of Faith) and refuse to argue over
matters that are not central to salvation or
unique to our tradition, remembering the words
of Jesus, our Savior, in His high priestly prayer
found in St. John, Chapter 17 verse 11b, “...Holy
Father, protect them by the power of your
name-the name you gave me -so that they may
be one as we are one.”

It's so easy to quibble over our personal prefer-
ences regarding matters NOT addressed in our
Statement of Faith or Statement of Core Values.
Remember they are not addressed on purpose.
Our adopted theme is, “In essentials-unity; In
non-essentials-freedom; In all things-charity.”
Let us always strive to honor and fulfill the
injunction of St. John, the Elder. As he was often
carried into the church at Ephesus, tradition says
at an age over 100 he would pull himself up on
one arm and raise the other in an act of blessing
over the congregation and say, “Little children,
love one another.” May God grant it to be so

among us. Y

A Minister of

Winston Peterson is an IMF member and the
Minister of Music at Vision of Glory Lutheran
Church (a Charismatic Lutheran Church) in
Plymouth, Minnesota. One of his deep delights is
the weekly opportunity to invite the congrega-
tion to come before
the Lord and wor-
ship Him. “Come” is
one of Winston's
favorite verbs, he
says, quoting scrip-
ture such as Psalm
95, which begins
with this marvelous
invitation: “Come,
let us sing for joy to
the Lord; let us shout
aloud to the Rock of
our Salvation. Let us
come before him
with  thanksgiving
and extol him with
music and song.”

Winston himself first
responded to Christ’s
invitation when he was a
music  student at the
University of Minnesota. A
fellow student discipled him,
so that while he was earning
a Master’s degree in chorale
conducting, he was also
learning the essentials of the
Christian faith. Little did
Winston realize how signifi-
cant the knowledge of God’s
Word would become for his
life and work.

Him. He did this in a very specific way about a
week after Winston's prayer of dedication. It was
a Wednesday night, and Winston was visiting
East Immanuel Lutheran Church, where his host
family attended. The regular pianist wasn't able
to make it that night, so someone asked Winston
if he could fill in. He was happy to help out, but
they were singing a song he had never heard
before, "I Have Decided to Follow Jesus.” The
printed accompaniment was arranged like a
hymn, but they were singing it much differently.
That's when the anointing happened. As
Winston sat at the piano, he sensed the
Spirit enabling him to “hear” how the
accompaniment should sound. He was
able to transform what was on the page
into something with more life, and it
was exactly what the worshipers were
looking for.

Winston continued to play for the
Wednesday night group. He also took a
job as custodian of the church. Soon he
was asked to start up the children’s

tion. Paula Douthett is a member of Vision of
Glory and enjoys worshiping the Lord with
dance. During a typical Sunday morning worship
time, she will be in the back of the church danc-
ing quietly to the Lord. But a few weeks ago there
was such a move of the Spirit that Paula felt led
by the Lord to come up the aisle and dance in the
front of the church. After the service, another
worshiper said, “When you danced in the front,
the Holy Spirit just fell on me.” This is the kind
of thing that can happen when someone who is
completely surrendered to the Lord invites peo-
ple to come into the presence of the Lord.

Last spring, Winston led a combined choir from
Vision of Glory and East Immanuel churches in a
musical performance for prisoners at Oak Park
Heights in Stillwater, Minnesota. The musical was
called “Experiencing God” and incorporated con-
temporary worship music with narration written
by Henry Blackaby. Even the way this event came
into being is an example of God can using a wor-
ship experience to confirm His purposes. One
Saturday night, Winston spent time meditating

to the Lord. He had just bought a piano, and the
family he was living with wanted to have a serv-
ice of dedication for it. They asked if Winston
also wanted to dedicate his gift of music to the
Lord. Winston was still a new Christian and had-
n't learned to trust God much, so it was frighten-
ing to think of surrendering such an important
part of his life. Yet he didn’t want to disappoint
the Christian family in whose home he was liv-
ing. And he remembers having a strong sense of
the Lord’s presence. So he agreed. With fear and
trembling, he dedicated his music to the Lord.

Instead of taking the gift away, God opened the
door for Winston to use his gift of music to serve

choirs. A few years later the director of the adult
choirs retired. Winston auditioned and was
offered that job. Then he started another adult
choir to do more difficult music. Then, in 1980,
Winston was invited to lead the Sunday morning
worship. Meanwhile he had also taken on the job
of youth director. But music was his love, so in
1992, Winston accepted a full-time job as minis-
ter of music at Vision of Glory church in
Plymouth, where he is today.

Because of his faithfulness over the years and
because he is such an authentic Christian with
tremendous sensitivity to the leading of the spir-
it, Winston has earned the trust of the congrega-

on Matthew 25, including verse 36, which says,
“I was in prison and you came to visit me.” It
occurred to Winston that it would be good to
take this challenge literally and actually minister
in a nearby prison. The next morning, the choir
performed one of the songs from the
“Experiencing God” musical. After the service, a
woman in the choir said, “Wouldn't it be good if
we could learn this whole musical and sing it for
the prisoners!” Winston was shocked, because he
had said nothing about his idea. In addition, the
sermon that morning included a reference to
Matthew 25:36. Winston sensed God was trying
to get his attention, so he invested a lot of cre-
ative energy to gather the people and prepare the
musical. After the performance, the choir mem-
bers all agreed that they had felt a special anoint-
ing to “bring the good news to the captives.”

“Being a worship leader is not just about
music,” explains Winston. It's about doing
“whatever the Lord wants me to do” and doing
it with excellence. v
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Urban Ministries

Highlighting Inner City
Ministries

Today’s urban community is a cultural mosaic of large new immigrant popu-
lations, the working poor, and the homeless. For example, the Twin Cities of
Minneapolis and St. Paul, Minnesota, have the highest Somali population of
any North American city (nearly 40,000), one of the highest Asian concen-
trations, a growing Hispanic population, and many other unreached groups.

The question is, how can churches have an impact on a city’s core, instead
of joining the flight to the suburbs where the more prosperous jobs are? This
kind of exodus devastates the urban community. If jobs aren't there, the
community can't sustain itself, and the secondary economy of drugs and
prostitution moves in.

When the population shifts out of
the urban centers, many churches
follow. Where are the largest, most
influential churches today? Most
are in the suburbs and heading fur-
ther out, leaving few churches in
the inner city to meet the needs of
their neighborhoods. And this
handful of churches is usually with-
out adequate staff or resources to
do the job.

In the Twin Cities, urban churches
have an advocate in CitySites
Urban Media Ministry, whose web-
site and daily radio spots proclaim
to a wide circle of Christians, “We need your help!” And CitySites offers very
practical ways to get involved. Larry Kutzler made his acquaintance with the
Twin Cities as a 6th grader when his family moved there from outstate
Minnesota. That was one of God’s first moves preparing Larry for the media
ministry he would found in 2000. As a young man, Larry could have had no
idea how significant his years in the Coast Guard would be. During that
time, he was trained as a radioman, experience that in 1970 opened the
doors to broadcasting work at KTIS, a Christian radio station and network
associated with Northwestern College in St. Paul. Later this broadcasting
experience and his connection with KTIS would open doors for the creation
of CitySites. There he also met his wife, Paulette, a popular KTIS personality.

Kutzler had found faith through the Assemblies of God, attended seminary
and was ordained in 1979. In 1984, as he was starting the independent New
Commandment Church in Minneapolis, Larry met Frank Masserano, thus
beginning his association with IMF. He became increasingly involved, serv-
ing five years as president. Today, he continues as an IMF member, consult-
ant and close friend.

He was finding himself drawn deeper into urban ministries as New
Commandment Church merged with the Minneapolis downtown mission
Chapel of Hope in 1988 to form a consortium of churches and ministries
called “Christ in the City.” Its vision was for every neighborhood to have a
local church. To accomplish that, they’ve helped purchase buildings for local
congregations. Chapel of Hope also provides meals, clothing, and three
evangelistic services weekly.

In 1988, Larry became pastor of Central Community Church in Central-
South Minneapolis. The church partnered with Urban Ventures, a faith-
based community foundation, in outreach through athletic programs, com-
puter labs, and economic development.

Rev. Larry Kutzler (former IMF President) of CitySites, Inc.
is pioneering the use of radio to introduce and highlight city
ministries to the affluent suburbs challenging suburban
churches to partner with those ministering in the city.

At the same time, Larry’s burden for urban pastors was growing. He says,
“They’re a hard-working group with very limited resources and leadership
who desire to see Christ reach at-risk communities.” Watching city pastors
face huge tasks with small congregations, Larry began to see how God was
melding his experience as radioman, broadcaster, and pastor into something
new.

By April, 2000, CitySites produced a weekly, 3-minute broadcast highlight-
ing city ministries. The program became daily by December, 2000. It informs
the broader Christian audience of needs so partnerships can develop, and
suburban churches can consider sending some resource dollars and people
and prayer back into the city.

However, in three minutes there’s only time for headlines and soundbites.
So, now listeners can visit the ministry’s web page, www.CitySitesradio.com,
to find more detailed information about what’s been highlighted on the
program as well as much more information about the city and its needs and
ministry opportunities and how to come alongside and help.

In addition, CitySites is developing ethnic programs that ulti-
mately can satellite cross-country. Three are in the works so far.
A 30-minute, weekly Spanish language program is on the draw-
ing board. A one-hour African-American praise and worship
program, “What God Says,” airs Saturdays on KTIS-AM at 1 pm.
With Teen Challenge they're creating “Miracles from the
Streets,” short, powerful testimonies for weekend broadcast.

All work for CitySites has been volunteer. In October, 2001,
Larry resigned his pastorate to give full-time ministry to
CitySites. He's seeking a stronger support base so efforts can
expand.

Kutzler calls CitySites “an urban missions advocate, getting
people to see their city as an equally viable place for ministry as
foreign mission soil, with as much diversity and excitement.”
The media is the first piece, advertising the city as having chal-
lenging, reachable ministry assignments. A second piece of the ministry is
training and equipping the church to re-enter the city. CitySites offers week-
end or weeknight seminars, pulpit supply or Sunday School class instruction
— all discussing needs and assessing what the church can do effectively to
meet them. CitySites provides a service no one else performs, by seeking
partnership with the broader Body of Christ.

To suburban churches, Larry Kutzler says, “We need your help! When
Nehemiah rebuilt Jerusalem, most people lived outside the crumbled ruins.
When the walls were finished, Nehemiah asked 10% of the people to move
back into the city. There aren’t many Americans today willing to sell all and
move to foreign mission fields; it takes a sense of calling. Most who do, join
areas already established in Christian witness. The unreached portions are
primarily Hindu, Buddhist, Moslem, and economically third world. Inner-
city needs are no different. Few staff or financial resources get to where they
are really needed.”

“We're having success,” Kutzler says, “people are connecting. Last summer
one ministry staffed its entire outreach through people calling in after hear-
ing the program.” He adds, “It's a challenge of mine to say, ‘Okay, I'm going
to stay in the city using whatever technology and means are available to tell
the city’s story! Though CitySites is young, we're blessed with many saying,
‘I don’t know what to do, but I want to be a part.””
